Call for nominations for first annual 
Canadian Award for Environmental Innovation

Canadian Award for Environmental Innovation. 

The Canadian Award for Environmental Innovation recognizes individuals who are
making innovative contributions to the protection, restoration and preservation of 
the Canadian environment.

“The Royal Canadian Geographical Society encourages Canadians to explore and
discover Canada while keeping in mind their individual responsibility for the country’s
environmental well-being,” said Gisèle Jacob, President. “The new Canadian Award
for Environmental Innovation continues the Society’s eighty-year tradition of fostering
environmental stewardship by recognizing individuals whose new and progressive
initiatives are a model and inspiration for all.”
